It is a major centre for Antarctic and Southern Ocean scientific
research and home to Australia's premier Antarctic science
institutions: the Australian Antarctic Division, the University of
Tasmania including the Institute for Marine and Antarctic Studies
and the CSIRO - Oceans and Atmosphere.

Hobart hosts the permanent Secretariats for the Commission for
the Conservation of Antarctic Marine Living Resources (CCAMLR)
and the Agreement on the Conservation of Albatrosses and Petrels
(ACAP). Along with the Australian Antarctic Program, Hobart is

a key port for Antarctic resupply voyages and air transport for a
number of national Antarctic programs.
